SAN DIEGO GULLS NOTES

TONIGHT’S GAME: The San Diego Gulls wrap up their first back-to-back of the season against the Henderson Silver
Knights tonight at Lee’s Family Forum (6 p.m. PDT; TV: AHL TV; Radio: Gulls Audio Network). San Diego owns an all-
time record of 312-284-44-18, including 162-131-23-10 at home and 149-152-20-8 on the road. In the month of October,
the Gulls have an all-time record of 24-35-4-1. Tonight’s contest is the second of back-to-back matchups. In the second
game of a back-to-back, the Gulls are 96-85-14-7 all-time.

LAST GAME: The San Diego Gulls fell 3-2 in overtime to the Henderson Silver Knights Friday night at Lee’s Family
Forum. Jan Mysak netted his first goal of the season and tacked on an assist. Roland McKeown scored his first goal of the
campaign. Matthew Phillips added two assists, leading the Gulls with 1-4=5 points. Sasha Pastujov picked up an assist.
Calle Clang stopped 26 shots in his first start of the season.

GULLS - SILVER KNIGHTS: The Gulls and Silver Knights continue an eight-game season series tonight at Lee’s Family
Forum. The Gulls are 0-1-1-0 in the season series so far. Last season, the two teams split the season series, as the Gulls went
2-2-0-0 against the Silver Knights. The Gulls own an all-time regular season record of 14-14-2-2 against the Silver Knights,
including a 5-8-1-2 record on the road (9-6-1-0 at home).

MAD VILLE-AINY: Goaltender Ville Husso has posted a 1.71 GAA and a 0.933 SV% through his first three starts this
season. He opened the campaign with a 5-0 shoutout at Coachella Valley on Oct. 10, the first Gulls goaltender to hold an
opponent scoreless in a season-opening contest. Since joining the Gulls Feb. 24, 2025, Husso has posted a 2.35 GAA, .913
SV% and three shutouts in 12 games. His three shutouts in a Gulls sweater rank tied for second in Gulls AHL history.

SOMETHING’S BROU-ING: Defenseman Nikolas Brouillard makes his return to San Diego, where he spent the first
three full seasons of his AHL career from 2020-23. He ranks in the top five in several categories in the Gulls AHL record
book, including points (5th; 22-70=92), assists (5th), and PIM (4th; 279). With eight points in the regular season, he will
become the fifth player in Gulls AHL history mark to post 100-or-more points as a Gull and the first defenseman to do so.
Brouillard has crossed the 35-point mark in each of his past three seasons, including 7-31=38 points last season with the
Coachella Valley Firebirds.

PHILLY SPECIAL: The Gulls brought in veteran forward Matthew Phillips over the summer, who posted 125-177=302
points in 339 career AHL contests prior to 2025-26. He opened his 2025-26 campaign with his first multi-point game in a
Gulls sweater Oct. 10 at Coachella Valley (1-1=2) and has 1-2=3 points in two games so far. Phillips has earned two All-
Star appearances in his career, as well as a First Team All-Star recognition in 2022-23. In 2023-24, he helped the Hershey
Bears win the Calder Cup. Last season, Phillips led the Colorado Eagles in scoring, tallying 18-39=57 points with a +24
rating in 65 games. Since entering the league in 2018-19, Phillips ranks seventh among all AHL skaters in points (125-
179=304), tied for 10th in assists, and 11th in goals.

YOU KNOW LUNEAU: Defenseman Tristan Luneau returns to San Diego for his sophomore AHL campaign in 2025-
26. Last season, Luneau was named to the AHL All-Rookie Team, the second-ever Gulls player to earn the honor, joining
Brandon Montour in 2015-16. With 9-43=52 points on the season, he became the second skater in Gulls AHL history to
cross the 40-assist mark and the second Gulls defenseman to cross the 50-point mark, the first since Montour in 2015-16



(12-45=57). His 43 assists in 2024-25 were the most by an AHL rookie defenseman since Montour in 2015-16. Luneau set
a Gulls AHL record 11-game assist streak Feb. 12-Mar. 7, 2024 (1-15=16), the longest assist streak in the AHL since the
2021-22 season and the longest by a defenseman since 2013-14. From Jan. 1 to the end of the regular season, Luneau led
all AHL defensemen in points and assists (8-37=45 in 43 GP).

Matt Mcllvane enters his third season as head coach of the San Diego Gulls, the fifth head coach in Gulls AHL history.

Mcllvane has led San Diego to a standings points increase in each of his first two seasons as head coach, with a 20-point increase in
2023-24 (43 to 63 points) and a three-point increase in 2024-25 (63 to 66 points). Under his guidance, San Diego has a combined
record of 55-70-15-4 for 129 points.

Named to his current position on Apr. 25, 2023, Mcllvane joins the Gulls after spending the last four consecutive seasons as a coach
with EC Red Bull Salzburg of the ICE Hockey League (International Central European Hockey League), the top-tier league in

Austria, featuring additional teams from Hungary, Italy, and Slovenia, from 2019-23. Mcllvane led Salzburg to back-to-back league
championship in 2021-22 and 2022-23, and he also won an ICE Hockey League title as assistant coach with Salzburg in 2013-14. He
was the youngest head coach in Salzburg’s history when he was hired at age 33, leading the club to a 94-42-22-19 record in his four
seasons (.650%) and a 31-8 mark in the postseason (.795%).

A native of Naperville, I1l., McIlvane has won five league championships as a head coach and assistant coach in Europe the last 10
seasons. Prior to his role with Salzburg, Mcllvane spent five seasons with EHC Red Bull Miinchen in Germany’s Deutsche Eishockey
Liga (DEL) from 2014-18, serving as associate coach in 2018-19 and assistant coach the prior four seasons. Mcllvane helped
Miinchen to three straight championships in 2016, 2017 and 2018, tied for the longest championship streak in DEL history. He began
his coaching career as an assistant coach with the Orlando Solar Bears (ECHL) in 2012-13 and the Danville Dashers of the Federal
Prospects Hockey League as General Manager and head coach (2011-12).

Internationally, Mcllvane helped Germany to a silver medal at the 2018 Winter Olympics in Pyeongchang as an assistant coach, the
country’s first-ever Olympic silver medal in hockey and third medal overall (two prior bronze). He also served as an assistant coach
for Germany at the 2021 World Championship.

Mcllvane played four seasons as a professional from 2008-12, with his career cut short due to injury. Selected by Ottawa in the eighth
round (251st overall) of the 2004 NHL Draft, he appeared in 12 career AHL games with Peoria (2010-11) and Binghamton (2008),
earning 1-3=4 points. He appeared in 14 DEL contests with Eisbaren Berlin in 2008-09, recording 1-3=4 points in 14 games. He also
scored 11-13=24 points in 62 IHL games with Bloomington in 2009-10 and appeared in two games with Cincinnati (ECHL) in 2011-
12. Prior to his professional career, he spent four years at Ohio State University (Big Ten), collecting 15-37=52 points in 156 games
from 2004-08, serving as captain his senior season in 2007-08.

ASSISTANT COACH: Dave Manson

Manson is in his first season as Assistant Coach for the San Diego Gulls in 2025-26. He brings 20-plus years of coaching
experience in both professional and junior hockey. He joins San Diego after spending the 2024-25 season as an Assistant
Coach for the Lethbridge Hurricanes of the Western Hockey League (WHL).

Manson parts of the three seasons as Assistant Coach with the Edmonton Oilers from 2022-24 after being promoted from
the same role with the Bakersfield Condors of the American Hockey League (AHL) on Feb. 10, 2022. With Edmonton,
Manson helped the club reach the 2022 Western Conference Final.

Prior to his role with Edmonton, Manson spent four AHL seasons as Assistant Coach with Bakersfield from 2018-22,
helping the club to two Pacific Division titles (2019 and 2021). He aided in the development of numerous defensemen
within the Oilers organization from the AHL to the NHL, including Evan Bouchard, Philip Broberg and Vincent
Desharnais. Manson also served 14 seasons as a coach with the Prince Albert Raiders (WHL), including six as an
Associate Coach (2012-18) and eight as Assistant Coach (2002-09 and 2011-12).

Originally selected by Chicago in the first round (11th overall) of the 1985 NHL Draft, the Prince Albert, Saskatchewan
native appeared in 1,103 career NHL games for Chicago, Edmonton, Winnipeg, Phoenix, Montreal, Dallas, and Toronto

across 16 seasons. The defenseman recorded 102-288=390 points with the 13th-most penalty minutes in NHL history
(2,792).




His son, Josh, was selected by Anaheim in the sixth round (160th overall) of the 2011 NHL Draft and spent eight
seasons with the Ducks. Josh helped the Colorado Avalanche to a Stanley Cup championship in 2022.

ASSISTANT COACH: Michael Babcock

Michael Babcock begins his first season in 2025-26 as Assistant Coach with the San Diego Gulls. He joins the Anaheim
Ducks organization after spending the last two seasons with the St. Louis Blues as a Skills Coach from 2023-25.

Prior to his stint with the Blues, spent 2022-23 with the Ottawa Senator where he aided the coaching staff in developing
game plans, pre-scouting, and with on-ice skill development.

Babcock spent two seasons with the University of Saskatchewan (2021-23), overseeing the club’s defense and power play.
The Huskies power play ranked second in the nation among Canadian USports teams at 28.1%.

Prior to his coaching career, Babcock played four seasons at Merrimack College (Hockey East), from 2015-19, serving as
the club’s captain in 2018-19 as a senior. The Northville, Mich. native played one professional seasons with Amiens of the
French Ligue Magnus (France’s top division), helping the team win the Coupe de France championship in 2019.

His father, Mike, served as Head Coach of Anaheim from 2002-04, helping the club to the 2003 Stanley Cup Finals while
he also coached the organization’s primary development affiliate in the American Hockey League (AHL) in Cincinnati for
two seasons (2000-02). He won a Stanley Cup as head coach of Detroit in 2008 and coached Canada to Olympic gold
medals in 2010 and 2014.

GOALTENDING COACH: Jeff Glass

Jeff Glass enters his fourth season as Goaltending Coach with the San Diego Gulls. Glass joined the organization after a 17-
year professional goaltending career, concluding with a two-year AHL deal with the Gulls.

Glass appeared in 15 NHL contests with the Chicago Blackhawks in 2017-18 going 3-7-3 with a .898 save percentage
(SV%) and a 3.36 goals-against average (GAA). He spent parts of nine seasons in the AHL, posting a 78-98-13 record with
a 3.26 GAA, .900 SV% and six shutouts in 218 career games with San Diego (2018-19 and 2020-22), Toronto Marlies
(2016-17 and 2018-19), Rockford IceHogs (2016-17 and 2017-18) and Binghamton Senators (2005-09).

A native of Calgary, Alberta, Glass also earned a 6-4 record with a 2.43 GAA and .912 SV% in 11 Calder Cup Playoff
games with San Diego. During the 2019 Calder Cup Playoffs, Glass stopped a club record 51-0f-53 shots to win the longest
game in Gulls playoff history, and fifth-longest in AHL history, in Game 1 of the Pacific Division Finals at Bakersfield.

Originally selected by the Ottawa Senators in the third round (89th overall) of the 2004 NHL Draft, Glass spent seven
seasons internationally in the KHL with Barys Astana (Kazakhstan), Sibir Novosibirsk (Russia), Spartak Moskva (Russia),
CSKA Moskva (Russia), Lada Togliatti (Russia) and Dinamo Minsk (Belarus). He posted a record of 81-87-30 with a .916
SV%, 2.64 GAA, and 16 shutouts in 218 career KHL games.
